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The season of Epiphany is always remarkable to me because we watch Jesus move from infancy, through 
a childhood briefly noted at the Temple when he wows the authorities with his knowledge, and then 
suddenly we see the adult Jesus before John the Baptist to be baptized, and his ministry begins. We know 
what he is headed toward in Jerusalem. The passage of time in Epiphany seems to move by so quickly, 
like in old movies, where the pages fly off a calendar, or pages of a book go riffling past.  I chafe at the 
hurriedness of it, and would like to slow down and hear more 
about the miracle of his humanity among us, the physical 
appearance of God in the midst of creation, taking on flesh and 
living among us. 

Perhaps it is useful to take a lesson from the Magi, who have felt 
the weight of time passing, who have traveled a long distance, 
and who clearly have a long road ahead of them after offering 
their gifts to the infant Jesus. 

The Magi are wise men savvy enough not to go back to Herod, 
once they see Jesus.  Wherever they go, they carry that memory 
of Jesus with them.  They had spent the years before in anticipation, and in their old age, they recall the 
infant king that the star foretold. 

T.S. Eliot captures that sense of past and future coming together, of suffering foreshadowed, in this 
 

Then at dawn we came down to a temperate valley, 
Wet, below the snow line, smelling of vegetation; 
With a running stream and a water-mill beating the darkness, 
And three trees on the low sky, 
And an old white horse galloped in away in the meadow. 
Then we came to a tavern with vine-leaves over the lintel, 
Six hands at an open door dicing for pieces of silver, 
And feet kicking the empty wine-skins. 
But there was no information, and so we continued 
And arrived at evening, not a moment too soon 
Finding the place; it was (you may say) satisfactory. 
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The memories remain vivid. The sights, smells and sounds of that day.  In Epiphany, we notice the 
presence of God with us.   God is made manifest, and we sing: 

-guest, in thy 
Godhead manifest; manifest in power divine, changing water into wine, anthems be to thee addressed,

among us.

For Children and Youth (by Cathy Nelson, Director of Religious Education) 

In between Christmas day and the Feast of Epiphany, there is a transition that carries us into the new year.  
The 12 days of Christmas is when we explore aspects of incarnation; salvation; joy and celebration of the 
coming of the Lord;  Epiphany follows with the manifestation of Christ to 
humanity �± as the light of the world.  We consider our call to ministry as we live out our baptism in the 
Church and in our personal lives. We are reminded that the sacraments reflect that Christ is manifested in 
the actions of the Church. 

On Epiphany and during the season of Epiphany, we hear stories that confirm that Jesus is 
visit of the magi to Jesus, Jesus' Baptism by John the Baptist, and the calling of the disciples who 
recognize Jesus as Lord, Jesus' healing of the sick and Jesus' transfiguration.  When we see Christ in these 
stories, we see God.
